1 Elizabethtown is 8-9 all-time against Drew, but have lost 7 straight against the Rangers.

2 Elizabethtown snapped a 9-game winless streak against Catholic this past Wednesday with a big
second half to secure a 60-49 road win. Senior Brandon Berry went 6-for-6 from the foul line late in the
game to really put it away for the Blue Jays. He finished with 21 points and junior Bryce Greene added 20
points of his own for E-town.

Over a five-minute stretch where Catholic was held scoreless and the Jays still trailing, Berry started
off a string of four straight makes from beyond the arc as he, Connor Moffatt, Greene, and Michael
Pastore all hit from deep to take a once eight-point deficit and turn it into a four-point lead. Once they
obtained the lead, Elizabethtown did not relinquish it.

3 Drew brings a few of the Landmark’s categorical leaders to Thompson Gymnasium this afternoon.
Riley Collins leads the league in assists and steals while teammates Malachi Walker and Nate Aldrich
are second and third, respectively, in blocks per game. Sky Harris is the top three-point shooter at .447.

Junior Cole Hanntz drove in for a go-ahead layup with 14 seconds left in Wednesday’s matchup
with Moravian. On the defensive end with time running out, Walker blocked a potential game-tying shot
with 3.7 ticks left as the Rangers rallied to beat the defending conference champions, 79-75. Five were
in double figures for Drew, led by Collins’ 18 points. Hanntz had 14 points as did Aldrich. Seniors Darius
Reiter (11 points) and Harris (10 points) were also in double digits.

4 The 49 points allowed to Catholic were the fewest the Blue Jays have given up in a game since
January 17, 2015, when they defeated Goucher on the road, 71-48.

5 Elizabethtown will remain at Thompson Gymnasium for a second straight Landmark Conference
contest. The Blue jays will host Juniata on Wednesday, January 23, at 7 p.m.
