T  Elizabethtown and Drew have played eight times since 2014 when the Blue Jays became a member
of the Landmark Conference. In those eight games, E-town has won five to Drew’s three. The teams split last
season’s doubleheader in Madison, N.J.

2 EmmaVarrato has started off the 2018 season on a 10-game hit streak and leads the Landmark
Conference in hitting at .576. The conference’s Athlete of the Week had 19 hits in 33 at-bats in Florida and set a
new career-high with 4 homers.
